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Frequently Asked Questions 

Where is the property  
located? How many acres  
are there? Are there public  
utilities available?  
 

The property is located beside the  
baseball field and rear parking lot  
of the Delphi Community High  
School.  We currently have 20  
acres for the building project and  
7 acres that could be sold to help  
fund the project.  Yes, there are  
public utilities available.  

Is the land paid for or do  
we have a loan on the  
property?  
 

Several gifts last year covered 
much of the land cost, and a loan  
was  acquired for the remaining  
cost.  Recent pledges have been  
made  which will allow us to pay  
off the loan! 

What are the current  
estimates of timeline,  
project phases, and cost? 
 

Based on current estimates and  
depending on the results of the  
Scriptural Funding Campaign, we  
could break ground in the  
summer of  2010 and complete  
phase one by late summer 2011.   
The cost of phase one is currently  
estimated at $3.7 million. 



Why are we building?  
 

Our current facility has served us  
well over the past 140 years.  We  
are currently maximizing the  
usage of the facility and are  
limited in finding new ways to  
serve our God.  A new facility will  
allow us to expand our ministries  
to be able to reach more people  
for Christ.  

Why is this campaign called a  
Scriptural Funding Campaign  
instead of a building  
campaign? 
 

We want to do more than simply  
raise funds for a new building  
project.  With the help of TLC  
Ministries, we hope our  
congregation will understand the  
scriptural basis of stewardship  
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spiritual life. We are convinced  
that a scriptural  funding  
campaign is best designed to help  
us do this. 

What is meant by sacrificial  
giving and equal sacrifice?  
 

Sacrificial giving means that we  
will change our lifestyles,  
rearrange our priorities and  
identify something to sacrifice for  
the sake of the Kingdom.  We  
recognize that everyone does not  
have the same financial resources  
and will not be able to offer equal  
gifts, but everyone can give  
something that is sacrificial.  This  
is where the phrase Equal  
Sacrifice, not Equal Gifts comes  
from. 

How many years may I take  
to fulfill my pledge to the  
campaign? 
 

You may take up to 3 years to  
fulfill your commitment in  
increments of your choice.   

Will my gift be confidential?  
 

Yes, your gift is strictly  
confidential, the same way your  
annual tithing is held confidential.  

Is my gift tax deductable?  
 

Yes, your gift is a charitable  
Deduction on your taxes.  It is up  
to you and your tax advisor to  
decide how this deduction is  
taken each year. 

Will my annual contribution  
to the church budget count  
toward the campaign?  
 

No, your campaign commitment is 
 above and beyond your annual  
commitment to the church budget.
